CONTEXT 

In 1896 J. Craig Annan published a luxurious portfolio of prints, Venice and Lombardy: A Series of Original

Collection, among them Ploughing on the Campagnetta, were included. In these works Annan expertly combined 

photographic detail with the smears and smudges of the ink used in the photogravure printing process.
